••From the preacher’s pen... VBS begins tomorrow! Are you ready? There’s only a few more hours to invite someone to come or to call and encourage those you’ve already invited. It’s going to be a great week!


This week I would like us to focus on our young people. Have you noticed what a terrific bunch we have? One of the things that we are going to begin doing before this summer is out is having a regular, special devotional for and with our youth. Of course it’s going to require all of us to be involved! Parents are going to have to help with getting the young ones there. Teens are going to have to help with being big brothers and sisters to the little ones. And all of us are going to have to help with hosting, encouraging, driving and loving!


I guess a part of the reason our young people seem so outstanding to me is the fact that I’ve lived in another culture where young people are neither as treasured nor as loving as our youth are. Let me tell you, that’s a sad thing to see! And, it serves to make me even more grateful for the rich blessings of our youth that we have here in Casa Grande.


The Good Example of Our Young People





Perhaps you’ve been to a school sporting event to watch some of our young people. (I know I’m looking forward to volleyball, wrestling, softball, baseball and more!) Perhaps you’ve had the chance to teach some of them in a Bible Class or help with one of their activities. Perhaps you’ve enjoyed their smiles and company before or after a worship service. But if you’ve not stopped to notice how wonderful they are, you’ve missed both a good lesson and a special blessing.


Some of our young people are not much more than babies that draw a crowd with every smile. Some are young children that are so full of life and energy that all we see of them is a brief glimpse as they rush to play. Some will politely stop to talk with you for a moment while others simply give you that mischievous grin. Some are nearing their teen years and are always ready with a smile, a hug and a few moments to talk with you. Some are our teens, always active in school, active in Bible classes, active in our youth group, active in helping out with the younger kids (who adore them!). Wherever you look, there’s always that activity and always the encouragement of young people learning about and serving the Lord.


The fact is, young people have always been good examples of loving, faithful service to God. Let me remind you of a few. We all know about Joseph and David but do we remember Joshua who began his journey to leadership of God’s people as a youth, faithfully serving Moses (Numbers 11:28)?


Do you remember Josiah? He was born into an unfaithful family and yet was a leader in bringing both his own life and the lives of his nation back to God (2 Chronicles 34:1-3).


We remember Daniel and his three friends (Hananiah, Mishael, and Azariah), but do we also remember Jeremiah? The “weeping” prophet who so faithfully, yet vainly, called God’s people to repentance before the destruction of Jerusalem and then died rebuking them for ignoring their God. God called him to the task, not as a faithful adult or an old man, but as a youth (Jeremiah 1:6-7). And then, years later he would pen the beautiful reminder of the steadfast love of the Lord that never ceases: “They are new every morning: great is His faithfulness. Jehovah is my portion, says my soul; therefore will I hope in him. Jehovah is good to them that wait for him, to the soul that seeks him. It is good that a man should both hope and quietly wait for the salvation of Jehovah. It is good for a man that he bear the yoke in his youth” (Lamentations 3:22-27) A man who faced such trials in his life recalled how good it was that he began it in faithful service as a young person!


Perhaps you do remember a young woman (probably not any older than some of our teenaged ladies) whom God chose for her outstanding virtue to bring His own Son into the world. Like the Hebrew writer, time would fail me to mention all those other young men and women who, by beginning their service to God in their youth, become such inspiring examples to us all. But the lesson will not fail us!


Our young people, growing up in the Lord, faithfully and cheerfully serving God, are both an encouragement to us all and a great example of what we need to be! Let’s strive to show that smile, to get involved, to love the Lord and to be active in our service to the Savior this week!


Oh, and a PS to our young people: Thanks for being you! And thanks for the encouragement you provide to us all!
